In 2021, following my former interest in human health, I enrolled in the program of Genomic Testing and Clinical Bioinformatics of the British Columbia University (Canada). Through this program, I started my training in bioinformatics that I have extended in the Master of Computational Biology of the Polytechnic University of Madrid. As part of the Master, I did practices with Dr. Jose Valverde, head of Bioinformatics in the National Center of Biotechnology. Now, I am working in the Master final project, which is focused in clinical genomics, analyzing exomes of patients diagnosed of hypopituitarism. The project has been developed in collaboration with clinicians and researchers of the University of Buenos Aires. 
I have a solid background in Genetics, a field in which I have been working for almost twenty years, since I got my PhD from the University of Gral. St. Martin (Argentina). I work for the Applied Genetics Laboratory of the Sociedad Rural Argentina (SRA), as responsible of the diagnosis services. SRA holds the pedigree records of many animal species, which are verified by molecular parentage techniques in the laboratory. During my career in the lab, I contributed to the development of most of those protocols, as well as methods for genetic disease and trait testing. I am an active member of the Society of Animal Genetics (ISAG), as member of different committees of the Society and participating in their international meetings.

I have also a strong commitment to academics, being a teacher assistant of Genetics in the School of Veterinary Medicine of the University of Buenos Aires for more than ten years. 
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
